Queensland

expenses.

ACM20121 Certificate Il Animal Care is funded under the Queensland Governments Career Start Program.
The funding available under Queensland’s Career Start program is divided into two categories: concessional
and non-concessional.

o Concessional funding is offered at a reduced cost for eligible students, such as those with concession
cards, Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander students, people with a disability, or adult prisoners.

» Non-concessional funding applies to all other eligible students.

Those students who are not eligible for any funding are categorised as Fee For Service and they will be
required to pay the full course costs.

Under Career Start, the Queensland Government covers most of the training cost, but students pay a

co-contribution fee as a sign of commitment to their study. These fees may differ based on a student’s
concessional status.
